poverty, hunger and disease, which kill tens of millions of people in the world every year; illiteracy, lack
of education, unemployment, and the exploitation of millions of children through child labor and
prostitution; the trafficking and consumption of drugs, which mobilizes and absorbs hundreds of billions
of dollars; money laundering; the lack of drinking water; the scarcity of housing, hospitals,
communications, schools and educational facilities.”
